Thank you to everyone who was able to aƩend Mom’s funeral Mass, either in person, on line, or in spirit.  In addiƟon to everyone 
here at St. Charles, I was touched by the number of people who came from every parish I have been assigned to: All Saints in Hay-
ward, the Catholic Community of Pleasanton, AssumpƟon Parish in San Leandro, and St. AugusƟne in Oakland. It was such a 
beauƟful celebraƟon of the life my Mom led here on earth, and the life Christ has now invited her into in heaven.   Some have 
asked where Mom will be interred.  AŌer she is cremated, Mom will be placed in a niche in the mausoleum at the Cathedral of 
Christ the Light that she and dad picked out for themselves nine years ago.
